You may be
asked to support another child whose ESW is away or there may be work for you
at McKenzie Centre.

Sometimes we ask you to relieve with a child in an early childhood centre who you do
not know. Please talk to the staff and ask them for support. An alternative would be
that a staff member uses it as an opportunity to work 1:1 with the child, while you
engage with other children at the early childhood centre.
