Cell phone: This needs to be left with your personal belongings and is not to be
carried during your contracted hours. Should there be a need to contact the child’s
family while at the early childhood centre, this needs to done by a centre staff
member as you work under the direction of the supervisor/head teacher of the early
childhood centre.
