+ Please refer to your handbook regarding the procedure to use when you are going
to be away or when the child is away. You must inform our admin team.

4+ Communication Journals: Ensure that this is written in daily and if the journal is
not available, write on paper and put it in the child’s bag.

Sometimes we ask you to relieve with a child in an early childhood centre who you do
not know. Please talk to the early childhood centre staff and ask them for support. An
alternative would be that a staff member uses it as an opportunity to work 1:1 with the
child, while you engage with other children at the early childhood centre.

Zones of Regulation:

This was talked about at the ESW Workshop last term. Reflect on this and observe the
children you work with, watch them as they move between the zones and then consider
ways to keep them in the Green Zones which is where they are at their optimum for
learning. You could discuss strategies with the child’s Key Worker and to get more ideas
of how to support the child you are working with.
